Building Bridges 2

 I had to give you all a report from yesterday's training.  As you may recall 
from a prior email, one of the women I came up the ranks with teaches a 
ninjutsu program in the southermost part of the Dallas Fort Worth metroplex.  She helped 
officiate our first promotion in February (see website for pictures).  Yvonne, 
knowing we were a gay program, works with gays and lesbians both in her 
Parks and Recreation Dept, so she is quite comfortable with our composition.

How her STUDENTS would react was another thing, so we had about 12 guys go 
down yesterday to mix it up in training with her students, most of which 
were really young guys (15-25).  The result-- a success!  While Yvonne had 
only told a few of her student/black belts "who" we were, their response 
(having already met me or others) was that it would not be a problem.  It 
wasn't.

While the majority of her students didn't realize they were working out with 
gay martial artists, one of her younger students did query two of my guys 
asking, "Where do you guys work out, 'cause it seems like you're all 
BUILT?!"  

One older lady in her class, a 5th-grade school teacher, asked Yvonne why 
she didn't court any prospects out of our class (knowing Yvonne is 
divorced).  Yvonne's response to the lady was, "Dee, I don't think I am 
their type..."  With a quick moment of revelation, Yvonne said the 
teacher smiled and said, "I think this is wonderful and what a great 
representation for these younger students in our class to see 'these men' as 
their first personal exposure to this community."  Yvonne said a wider 
announcement is forthcoming to her class, but she really wanted a select few 
to know first, as well as the students to already have developed a respect 
and relationship towards our guys.  This would obviously help in them 
assimilating the "new" information.  I respect her judgment on this one.

Next plan is that every two months we are now going to combine our classes 
for an outdoor training in some local park, either on her side of the 
city or ours.  In addition, we are going to invite three other ninjutsu 
programs to join in with us (all of the instructors know each other,  we just 
haven't done anything yet).  Believe it or not, Yvonne has the same "agenda" 
that we do-- building bridges.  She is a wonderful lady and I hope if any of 
you visit, I'll have the pleasure of introducing her to you.

EuroGames 2004 Munich: Self Defence Attacks for the Martial Arts Self Defence Competition

Set 1: beginners

Set 1 and 2: intermediate and advanced

Sets 1, 2, 3: black belt

Set 1

Beginners

1.1  Shoulder Grab from the side

1.2  Lapel grab with one hand,  punch with the other hand

1.3  Overhead club/escrima attack

Set 2

Intermediate/advanced

2.1 Circular horizontal knife slash to the face

2.2  Hair grab from the rear

2.3  Mounted position attack (defender supine), attacker sitting straddled on supine defender

Set 3

Black Belt

3.1 Defender seated on a chair, unable to use legs—knife thrust to face

3.2 Gun to the head with rear forearm choke hold (hostage position)

3.3 Defense against two attackers, attacks are optional, but must be simultaneous

For your information:

(If necessary, the attacks may be modified for disabled competitors. For example, 3.2 could be modified by a competitor in a wheel chair to be a shoulder hold or a hold on the chair rather than a forearm choke.  Also 2.3 attack position may be varied depending on the nature of the disability.)
